FAQ ILI Cairo

	How long has ILI been teaching Arabic?

	Since 1977.

	 

	How many students in a class?

	Maximum 12 - 14 Average 8.

	 

	What times and days are classes?

	Colloquial Arabic from 9.00 am – 11.00 am, 
Modern Standard Arabic from 11.30 am – 2.00 pm, Monday to Thursday
Combined Courses fall within 9.00 am - 2.00 pm

	 

	I want to study for a year. Can I?

	Yes. Although we open courses every 4 weeks, you can take as many of these as you wish, or can afford. You will progress through our levels this way. There is no discount for staying for a year.

	 

	Can I join mid-course?

	No sorry, but you can enrol in the next course.

	 

	How many levels have you got?

	We have 8 levels in both ECA & MSA

	 

	How do I decide which level I am?

	We will level test you on the first day of the course (usually Sunday), between 10.00 am & 1.00 pm.

	 

	Do you teach the Quran?

	No, we are a secular language school. However, learning Arabic will certainly help you in your Quranic studies.

	 

	If I want to have the airport service, how will I know the person meeting me?

	Our airport representative will be waiting for you when you enter the arrivals hall (after obtaining your visa, luggage and clearing customs). He should be waiting with your name written on a sign. If you don't see him, wait next to the information desk. 

	 

	Can you arrange for me to live with an Egyptian family?

	No, we advise you to check in to one of our small hotels, or talk to us about sharing an apartment.

	 

	Where can I live and how much will it cost?

	We advise all students to go to small hotel for the first few days. After that we can help you look for an apartment to rent, sharing with other ILI students. Rent will cost from U$150 per month per person (3 sharing). 

	 

	How much will it cost to live in Cairo?

	Allow about U$200/250 per month (excluding rent & tuition) to live reasonably.

	 

	Where is the ILI located?

	In EL SAHAFEYEEN next to ZAMALEK, about 15 minutes from downtown.

	 

	Can I get a scholarship from ILI?

	No, but the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in your home country may be able to help.

	 

	Is it hard to renew my one month tourist visa?

	No. We will give you full advice when you get here. Bring passport photos with you, or have some taken here.

	 

	Should I bring anything special with me?

	Bring prescribed medicines. We have mosquitoes but NO Malaria. In WINTER bring warm clothes - it gets cold, especially at night. Everything else is available here.
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
