Outside the classroom, you will have the benefit of 
guided visits to sites of cultural interest, famous 
museums, academies, monuments, churches, gardens and 
historic villas. Moreover, you will have the chance to attend one 
of the most important musical events of the Italian Opera. 
Linguaviva’s programme offers classic excursions to discover 
the fascinating mix of history, culture, art and scenery for 
which Tuscany is universally famous. 
All excursions are supervised by the Linguaviva teachers. 
While staying in Florence participants can have the possibility of 
discovering the secrets of Italian cuisine and wine undertaking a 
class at one of the most renowned cooking school in Florence.
