Housing
Host Families
The Institute arranges housing with American host families living nearby. The families provide a secure, comfortable, and reasonably priced environment where the student can further practice English and learn about American culture. Housing costs are $700/month. Cost includes a private room with two meals per day (breakfast and dinner). A housing application form must be completed and returned to the ESL Institute at least 4 weeks in advance of the student's arrival. A $125 housing fee and $300 rent deposit is required with the application. 

Upon arrival, students will be met at the airport and taken to their host family. They will pay the remainder of their rent directly to their host family, as well as a telephone deposit. Students must have medical insurance in case of emergency.

Health Insurance
Students who participate in the ESLI home-stay program are required to have health insurance. The Institute recommends that all students maintain health insurance. The cost of medical insurance is relatively inexpensive when compared to the potential cost of medical treatment. Medical insurance can be purchased through several insurance companies that offer unique policies to international students for a premium of about $50 per month. Applications for these policies are available in the ESLI office.
