RESIDENTIAL ACCOMMODATION
& MEALS

Residential accommodation is available on
our summer camp programmes only.
Homestay accommodation is available on
our year-round Sir George or Family-28
programmes only.

Residential accommodation facilities vary
between the camps. Most residences have
shared rooms and shared bathrooms in a
traditional boarding school style (Sir
Christopher and Sir Edward, and Sir Michael
offers modern residential accommodation
with single bedrooms and ensuite private
bathrooms.

Sir Christopher - single and twin bedrooms
with shared bathrooms

Sir Michael - single rooms with ensuite
private bathrooms

Sir Edward - a mix of single, twin and multi-
bedded rooms with shared bathrooms

There is always a weekly room cleaning and
bed linen change. Laundry facilities are
available for students to use. Camps for
younger students provide a weekly clothes
wash by the staff. Towels are not provided.

All meals are provided at the camps. Lunches
and dinners have vegetarian options and are

always hot, (except on excursion days when

packed lunches are provided). Special dietary

requirements can usually be met if
requested in advance.

Each year students come to Studio Cambridge camps from over 65 countries and speak dozens
of languages. The mix of nationalities changes from year to year, from week to week and
according to the camp. However, we work hard to keep a great international mix of students at
all camps in all weeks.

WELFARE, FREE TIME AND SUPERVISION

We are very conscious of our responsibility to our young students.
We aim to keep supervision levels high and the amount of
unsupervised free time for students will vary depending on the age
and location of each camp.

v' are not allowed to leave the campus unsupervised at any time

v' may have some short periods of time unsupervised during
activities and excursions

v have a bedtime of between 21:30 and 22:30 (depending on age)

Sir Michael and Sir George students:

v have some periods of time each day where they are are
unsupervised, as accommodation is not on-campus

v may have some periods of time unsupervised during activities
and excursions

v' must be in the homestay or residence by 21:30

v' have a bedtime of 22:30

Sir Christopher students:

v have some periods of time each day in Cambridge where they are
unsupervised

v may have some periods of time unsupervised during activities and
excursions

v must be on-campus by 21:30

v" have a bedtime of 22:30

Students will be expected to observe the camp rules, which include
attending all classes, compulsory activities and excursions, as well as
observing evening curfews. Unless otherwise stated

in this brochure, all classes, excursions and activities are compulsory.
There is a strict ban on smoking and vaping at all camps. This applies
to all students, regardless of age.

AIRPORT TRANSFERS

Arrivals and departures for the camps are always on Sunday. You will
be met at your airport of arrival on the first Sunday of your course by
a Studio Cambridge representative. They will arrange your
transportation to your accommodation by private coach or taxi. On
the last Sunday of your course you will be taken back to the airport.

The cost of this service is included in the fees for transfers to or from
Heathrow or Stansted airports on Sundays during certain times. For
transfers to or from Gatwick or Luton airports on Sundays a
supplement is charged. Students aged 16+ are expected to check
themselves in on departure. Assisted check-in for students aged 16+
is available on request for an additional fee. Please see our dates and
fees information sheet or website for full terms and conditions for
our transfer service.

HOMESTAY ACCOMMODATION

Living with a host family in Cambridge in their
private home - a "homestay” - is a great way to
practise English in a relaxed environment
outside of classes. Our hosts are known

to us personally and we inspect all of them
regularly. They provide a friendly
environment, a clean and comfortable
bedroom, good food and a quiet place for
study.

Homestays are normally located less than 40
minutes from school on foot, by bicycle or
using the frequent bus services. Our hosts
are typical of British and Cambridge society as
a whole with different ages and occupations,
and from a variety of ethnic and cultural
backgrounds.

Bedrooms are usually shared with another
Studio student of similar age and different
nationality. Some singles are available.
Your host will wash your clothes once

per week and bed linen and towels will

be provided and regularly changed.

Stansted airports is included in the fees. A supplement
is charged for Sunday service to Gatwick, London City
or Luton airports. Arrivals and departures should be
no later than 20:00 at the airport. If you plan to arrive
on a different day or at a different airport please
contact us. Additional fees will apply.

Your homestay hosts will provide you with 16
meals per week - breakfast and dinner every
day, and lunch on Saturday and Sunday.
Weekday lunch is provided at school with a
hot or cold option available Monday to Friday
in the school café. Special dietary
requirements can usually be met if requested
in advance.

Is homestay accommodation right for
you?

Homestay accommodation is suitable for you
if you are interested in living with (and
learning about life with) a local Cambridge
host. You will have unsupervised free time as
you are required to travel independently
between the school and your
accommodation, by bus, bicycle or on foot.
