We ask participants to arrive at our Adult Centre by 8.45 am on their first day for a
welcome presentation with the CEC team where participants receive important
information about the school and their timetable.

CEC’s classes follow
the Council of Europe Common European Framework for Languages (CEFR) and we
offer classes from A2 to C2.

@ Progress
Our qualified and experienced teachers use a variety of published and authentic materials to help
participants progress as quickly as possible. Teachers and academic management meet regularly to
discuss each student’s progress. Each week the teachers hold a short meeting with each student,
giving feedback and advice on how to improve. There is also a brief progress test each Friday. When
a student is ready to move up to the next level, they will join their new class on Monday.

Methodology
The method of teaching used at CEC is the communicative approach. Our aim is to enable students to communicate more
effectively in English both with native speakers and speakers of English from other countries. CEC’s courses include work on
grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation, and the skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing. Special emphasis is given to
communicating effectively and accurately, and error correction plays an important role in classes. All of our course levels are
mapped to the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages and have clear learning outcomes.
